Regional Initiatives Projects

The purpose of this memo is to remind colleagues of the availability of funds for promotional activities linked to the provincial promotional campaign for vocational and technical training. The committee would also like to update information regarding the application process for project subsidies.  
Since 2004 the Western Quebec School Board as the initial fiduciary institution for this budget has done an admirable job of handling close to 20 project requests per year and has dealt effectively with the MELS to assure ongoing funding.  As of 2009-2010, fiduciary responsibilities have been transferred to the English Montreal School Board.  This change is reflected in the attached guidelines and forms. So, to avoid delays, please be sure those responsible for your submissions note this and send them to the correct addresses.  Carole Arsenault, SSCAAA-DPP, MELS, will receive the projects and handle the reimbursements.  

For 2009-2010, three submission deadlines have been established: 
October 16 (the committee received five projects), January 15 and April 16.  (If funds permit, a fourth date may be set for the spring.) When developing your projects, please note that they should demonstrate a connection to the objectives of the www.headingforsuccess.com provincial campaign.  Targeted potential clientele for 2010 are young people, especially those 21-24 yrs., parents and immigrants.  Since this year’s campaign will be concentrated on the period of January 10-March 7, we can once again offer a more generous subsidy of 50%-50%, rather than the usual 1/3-2/3 for projects submitted for and completed during that period. 
To prevent budget reporting difficulties, you are asked to submit your reimbursement requests within 6 weeks of the completion of your project and no later than May 15 of the current academic year.  If you have extenuating circumstances, please contact Carole.  
The application guidelines and forms are accessible from the English section of the www.inforoutefpt.org website.  They will also be available via the PROCEDE website once it is launched early in the New Year. Project submissions may be by e-mail, as long as electronic or scanned signatures of the authorizing administrator are added. (In the case of school boards, this is your PROCEDE representative.) Reimbursements, however, will usually have to be sent by standard mail, since samples of materials produced (when possible) are requested so they can be shared with other institutions. 

Collaborative projects among institutions are proving very cost-effective and a good way to maximize effort.  In such cases, one institution should act on behalf of the group.  The reimbursement will be sent to that institution which is responsible for the distribution of the subsidy among the partners.
