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Rationale

The key objectives of the Ministère de l’Éducation, du Loisir et du Sport (MELS)'s funding allocation to the English sector information and promotion plan for vocational and technical training are:

· To broaden awareness of and improve the image of vocational and technical training among English-speaking Quebecers.

· To increase enrollment in vocational and technical programs.

· To improve collaboration from members of the educational community (teachers, counsellors and academic advisors, administrators and consultants, governing boards, parents, community organizations and other influential individuals) in the attainment of these objectives by focusing efforts on these groups.

The above objectives are addressed through a multi-faceted plan that addresses English-language promotion at the local, regional and provincial levels. The original promotion plan, launched in 2000, was supported by an initial marketing base research project that provided a base for both global and local information and marketing projects. Access to a complementary client profile also undertaken by JW Comm. Inc., will be available in the fall of 2009 from the Provincial Vocational-Technical Training Collaboration Committee, or “table de rapprochement interordre” for the English sector.  

Within the current campaign, to assure “grass roots” connections, the largest percentage of funds is allocated for the budget category of Regional Initiatives. To be eligible, these initiatives should reflect the overall objectives of the English sector plan and the focus of the MELS annual central campaign.  Examples of regional activities include visits to vocational centres or cegeps by youth sector personnel (guidance counsellors, career choice teachers, administrators etc.), open houses, vocational or technical career days for prospective students and community members, targeted program marketing materials and client activities, etc.

ANNUAL DEADLINES:

1. Three submission periods for projects will be established by the Information and Promotion Plan Committee each year, generally the first days of October, April and June.  Contact Barbara Goode or a committee member to confirm the deadlines for a given year.

2. Retroactive funding is not possible.  Requests for financing must be received BEFORE the activity occurs. 

THE SELECTION OF PROJECTS:

Projects submitted will be considered by members of the Information and Promotion Plan Committee. Selection criteria include the degree to which the project is in line with the overall and annual objectives of the provincial plan to promote vocational and technical training.

FINANCING GUIDELINES:

The Ministère de l’Éducation, du Loisir et du Sport through the Information & Promotion budget will finance up to one-third of the total costs related to accepted projects. Costs incurred for food, alcohol, recurring annual promotional brochures or advertising initiatives and staffing are not acceptable. 
A. School Boards

B. CEGEPs

Claims will only be accepted in accordance with Ministry reimbursement norms. Requests for exceptional reimbursements not compliant with Ministry norms should be justified in the submitted project.
