ANNUAL SPECIAL FUNDING CATEGORY – JANUARY TO MARCH 
REVISED DECEMBER 2009
Regional Projects Special Funding Category
For 2009-2010 the provincial campaign promoting vocational and technical training in Quebec will once again focus on the months of January to March.  Special events, open houses and specific advertising are projected in many regions. This time frame also coincides with the option selection and post-secondary schooling application period in most secondary schools.  In an effort to assist in the promotion of English-language vocational and technical training at this time, special funding has been provided for in the English Sector’s Information and Promotion Plan.

To encourage participation and assist training centres financially during this specific information and promotion campaign period, funds can be accessed at a special rate by school boards and colleges to help defray costs not included in regular institutional promotional budgets. Special Funding category activities must target campaign-related vocational and technical activities and associated projects.  Cost-sharing of approved projects will be divided 50% Promotion Plan and 50% school board or college for this calendar period only.  (Regular cost-sharing is one-third MELS Information & Promotion budget; two-thirds the educational institution.)
Applications must be submitted for committee assessment, using the recently revised Regional Initiatives Application Form, PRIOR TO the designated promotional period.  Applicants should mark their submission “Special Funding Category”.
