Funding Categories

There are five funding categories in this budget:

Category 1:  The implementation of new or revised programs or new authorization.


Category 2:  Human resources development training including the periodic assessment of teacher needs.


Category 3:  Changing organizational models and approaches and aspects of the Régime Pédagogique affecting delivery of programs.


Category 4:  New staff orientation, teacher roles and responsibilities; quality teaching and learning and the operation of vocational training centres.


Category 5:  The production or translation of resource material or material of a general nature not directly program related; NTIC (new technology) integration in training centres.



Category one is the most relevant category for teachers since it encompasses many kinds of activities or workshop sessions under the following themes:

· MELS implementation:  Eg.  Provincial sessions related to the content of new or revised programs or for a board which has acquired new authorization.

· Generic:  Issues or themes which are common to all sectors and programs and are open to participants from all school boards.  Eg.  Adult learning styles, evaluation techniques and exam preparation, dealing with diverse clienteles, portfolios in teaching and learning.
· Specific Needs:  Funding for innovative or centre specific activities.  Eg.  “One of a kind” authorizations, pilot projects or innovative initiatives.

· Technical Upgrading:  Program specific needs identified by one or more school boards.  Eg.  New equipment, computer software, changes linked to module updating.
